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Access to Research Awards

These awards are desighed to enable summer research opportunities for Undergraduate
Science and Engineering students who have demonstrated good to excellent academic
achievement. While minimum academic achievement is required for eligibility (full-time
studies during Fall 2024 term, with term GPA for Fall 2024 >=3.0), GPA is not a selection
criterion in determining award recipients. To be eligible students must be current full-time
students, and be continuing their Undergraduate studies at Saint Mary’s in September
2024. Eligible supervisors are full-time Science faculty.

Applications for these awards are completed and submitted by proposed student-
supervisor teams (student and prospective supervisor together submit a single
application). Selection of recipients will be based on the prospective value of the
experience to both student and supervisor.
