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Research   

My initial area of expertise bears on nineteenth century forms of rationalization in the broader context of the birth of the 
modern state and the modern subject. Entitled Metaphors of Modernity: An Archaeology of Representations and Practices, 

my dissertation was essentially an attempt to demonstrate how forms of scientific discourse migrated and permeated 
different domains of social discourse and informed particular logics of representation in literature.    

In recent years, I have been increasingly interested in contemporary topics related to globalization, and more specifically 
contemporary cultural dynamics in the context of migratory experiences. This investigation has led me to explore current 
theories of cultural adaptation in cross-cultural psychology and sociology. My current research focuses on 
hybrid/complex cultural identities and cultural constructions of the Self more particularly in migration testimonies and 
migrant literary works in French especially in North Africa.    

My interest in migratory experiences has also led me to reflect on the integration of models of experiential learning such as 
community service learning as pedagogical approaches in our study programs both at home and abroad.    

My published work includes a monograph with Presses de l’Université Laval (PUL), the co-edition of a collection of articles 
with Cambridge Scholars Publishing as well as articles in several conference proceedings and journals.    

Teaching   

I have taught a variety of specialized courses (French Culture and Civilization, French 19th Century Literature, French 20th 
Century Literature, Literary Theory, Intercultural Competence and Communication, Contemporary migration literature). In 
addition to teaching thematic courses, I have taught a wide range of language courses at all levels. In order to support and 

motivate students in the production of the language, I try to use authentic cultural materials linked to their own experience 
so as to engage them in the learning process either as members of the community, citizens of a country, or global citizens.     

I developed a range of thematic and language courses with an experiential learning component to expand the language 
experience of the students beyond the four walls of the classroom and foster the development of their intercultural 
competences. He created and coordinated a French oral course with a Community Service Learning component which 
involved developing partnerships with a wide range of Francophone community organizations in Halifax where students 
contribute their time to specific projects (radio programs, cultural events, social services).    



Service to the community   

Since I started my professional career, I acquired a valuable administrative experience sitting on various boards and 
committees at the University and in the community.    

I have worked actively toward the creation of the new program in Intercultural Studies, chairing the committee that helped 
build the framework for both the minor and the major programs, creating a list of recommended courses and new courses for 
the program, organizing promotional events, and advising students on their choice of courses.    

Over the years, I got involved in the community as an administrator on several committees and boards in the Francophone 
community (the Board of Directors of the Conseil Communautaire du Grand Havre; the Immigration Committee; the Board of 
Directors of the community radio station CKRH).    

As a volunteer, I hosted a number of radio programs showcasing Francophone music (La Cour des miracles, Raptitude) and 
university scholars (Raconte-moi un mouton). I was also the president of the Festival des cultures francophones/Francofest 
between 2011 and 2015.    
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
