Admissions

Admission requirements
An undergraduate degree with an overall B average (3.0 GPA) or equivalent, including courses in
the following areas:
- At least one undergraduate course in Statistics at an intermediate level (preferably Econometrics);
- Intermediate Microeconomics and Macroeconomics
- Economic Theory at an advanced (fourth-year) level
If your first language is not English, you must submit an official TOEFL iBT®

or I[ELTS. Tests cannot be more than two years old. We require an overall [ELTS score of 6.5 with
no band below 6.0.

You must provide a current CV, supplementary documents, including references and be available for
a timed online interview.

Students who are missing one or more of the above requirements are considered on a case-by-case
basis and may be recommended for admission to a one-year Post Baccalaureate Certificate
in Applied Economics program a year in advance of the Master of Applied Economics program.

Studying in Canada

As an international student, you are required to obtain a study permit issued by Immigration, Refugees
and Citizenship Canada before you arrive in Canada. You may apply once you receive your official
letter of acceptance from Saint Mary's University by email. Apply early for your permit as processing
times can vary.

International students are permitted to work part-time (on or off campus) while studying in a full-time
degree program. Additionally, after completing their degree program, international students may qualify
for up to a three-year post-graduate work permit in Canada as part of the Canada Experience Class. The
