Environmental Studies Prize: Terms of Reference

The award, with a value of $250, will be given at Spring Convocation to a student graduating with a major or honours in the Bachelor of Environmental Studies program. The student may be graduating at the Spring Convocation or may have graduated at the immediately preceding Fall or Winter Convocations. The prize will be awarded based on (1) exceptionally strong and solidly interdisciplinary academic performance (minimum GPA of 3.0) and (2) extensive extracurricular and/or co-curricular leadership and other involvement that directly or indirectly supports environmental well-being. In determining academic performance (GPA), all 1000 level courses will be excluded from the calculation. The recipient will be chosen based on a weighted average of the above two criteria such that academic performance will count for two-thirds (2/3) of the total weight and extracurricular/co-curricular involvement will count for one-third (1/3) of the total weight.

In case students combine a Bachelor of Environmental Studies with another degree, the primary focus of studies – and in the case of honours students, the thesis – should be clearly in Environmental Studies.




To be considered for this prize, applicants must submit one or both of (1) their co-curricular record and/or (2) a short statement summarizing their extracurricular activities, to the Coordinator of the Bachelor of Environmental Studies, prior to March 31st, if graduating at the Spring Convocation, or prior to the date of the convocation, if graduating at the immediately preceding Fall or Winter Convocations. Recipients will be selected by a review committee established by the Coordinator of the Bachelor of Environmental Studies program.
